This term Year 3 are going back in time to The Stone Age! We will be exploring and writing our own

versions of a range of text types in English using appropriate spelling, grammar and punctuation,
delivered through our class books - 'Stone Age Boy' and 'How to Wash a Woolly Mammoth'. In Maths,
we be starting with problem solving, then moving on to multiplication and division beginning with the
3x table facts.

During our Science lessons we will be learning all about rocks and soils. We will be comparing and
grouping together different kinds of rocks based on their appearance and simple physical properties.
We will be describing in simple terms how fossils are formed and recognising that soils are made
from rocks and organic matter.

Our History lessons will be finding out all about changes in Britain from the Stone Age to the Iron
age. In Geography, we will be continuing our learning on place and location.

In our French lessons, we will learn adjectives of colour, size and shape.

In Art we will be exploring Stone Age cave art. We will use mark making techniques inspired by cave
art and create our own painting on cave-like textured paper.
