book: The Explorer by Katherine Rundell. We will also be studying The Highwayman by Alfred Noyes for this term’s poetry focus.  

Maths: As well as having a quick look at Roman numerals, We will focus on Place value, addition and subtraction. 

Science: Our topic is ‘Forces’ this term 

Geography: We will be learning about world rivers and building on our knowledge on river features from Y4.  

RE: Our area of focus this term is called: People of God. 

DT: In our Design and technology lessons this term we will be designing and making a pop up book. 

Art: This Unit is named: ‘Sculpture – interactive installation’ and the children will be investigating the effect of scale and space on 

3D sculpture as well as having a go at constructing their own 3D sculpture.
